George Tattrie came from fhe district of M onthelXu¥
iardwhich in his time was nominally ruled by the
Duke of Wurtemburg and Teck.Toaay the ancient town
and castle of Monthéliard are included in the moderﬁ
French Depaftment of Doubs.The Swiss bordsr is very
near,as 1s the Swiss town of Basel,

Of its history the Encyclopaedia Britannica (I4th)
tells us that,éfter belonging to the Burgundians and
Franks,Montbéliard (Mons Peligardi)was,by the Treaty
of Verdun (84Z2)added to Lorrsine.In the eleventh

century it became the capital of a countship,which

formed part of the sccond kingdom of Burgundy snd
latterly of the German Eﬁpire.ln I297 it passed Ey
marriage to the House of Yurtemburg,which held it
until I723.1t resisted th- attacks of Charles the
Bold (I473)and Henry I of Lorraine(I587 and 1588),
but was taken in I676 by Marshall Luxemburg,who
razed its fortifications.

The princes of Wurtemburg were noted for their tol-
erance,which attracted to:the town,at the end of thg
I6th Cantury &z colony of Anabzptists.bDuring the
I8th Century the King of Francs bzcame overlord
of the County,and it was after that that intolsrance
came to Hontbéliard.In I795,in the wake of the

French Revolution the inhabitants were voluntarily

absorbe into the French Republic.

SO..for those who are particular about the matter,

it may be said that George Tattrie was not a Frenchman-

but he certainly would be one if he were living there hdiw.

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Louls Tattrie was born at Tatamagouche in I735 and
removed to the River John district in I807.He received
his first grant there in I808. Th e region in wh ich
he located became known as Louisville because both.
he and Louls Langill e lived there.The‘home he built
still stands and is inhabited by his descendants.

In IBI5 a grant of two thousand four hundred acres
was made to "John Longille,George Longille,Peter
Matatal,Lewis Tattrie,Lewis Longille and George Jowdrie
"of the River John in the County of Halifex,Yeoment'.

Louis Tattrie must have received more grants,or -
perhaps he prospered sothat he could buy land.At any
rate he was able to divide generously among his four
sons,Abram and John at the shore,and George and David
at Loulsville.David inherited the homestead.

The house 6tiIl wtards though somewhat remodeled and is called RPairweather® in
honoﬁr of its first resldent.

It 1s built af mge blocks of red and grey stone and is 1lined with brick made
from local clay. The roof should properly be thatched or tiled(it is shingled at
" present) but ewen so 1t is unique and attractive.

- David FPalrweather lived hers only a short time, and must have moved to the
River John wicinity. Gordon tells us that: Da¥id Fair_weather a wheelwright, came
as a young man to Durham and about 1840 to the Mountain Road (River John),

The eldeat chlld of David and Janet Falrweather married John Tattrie of
River John, anid in latsr years the vparents and sisters of Mrs. Tattrie appear to
have made her home their home. Hers on June 24, 1879, David Fairweather died,
having broken his hip some years bsfore and from that time an invalid, and on’
October 29, 1887, Janet died too.
